YOU are responsible for ensuring your camper has adequate supplies for camp, please label all belongings. 
 

MEDICATIONS  
Prescription and over the counter medication must be packaged in their original containers by you or your 
pharmacist and placed in a gallon size zip lock with the medication report completed (do not write in nurse’s 
area), and the campers name clearly marked on the bag.  All medications must be checked in with camp staff 
upon arrival. Please send exact amount of medication required for the camp session your child is attending.

Flashlight  Feminine Products-not provided by camp  
Personal Music-for use at night only  Pull Ups-not provided by camp
